Students:

Student enrollment for 2009-10 is 329. Students
continue to distinguish themselves on national
certifying examinations. The Class of 2009
achieved a 100 percent pass rate for first-time test
takers on the U.S. Medical Licensing
Examination Step 1.

Research:

The school’s research stature and reputation have
grown exponentially over the last decade, fueled in
large part by significant investments in our research
infrastructure with funding from the National
Center for Research Resources and the National
Center on Minority Health and Health Disparities
of the National Institutes of Health (NITH).

In 2009, MSM received more than $54 million
in NIH funding. The outcomes of our research
activities have resulted in the establishment of
centers, institutes, and programs with our
signature areas of research being cardio-metabolic
diseases, cancer, HIV/AIDS, reproductive diseases
and neurological disorders—all areas that
disproportionately impact minority communities.

The institution has graduated more than 1,000
students since 1981, several holding leadership
roles of distinction.
